TOWN AND BOUNDS

NAWSETT first mentioned in Plymouth Records in 1643. March 3, 1645, common lands
"Lying between sea and sea"” granted to those who go to dwell at "Nossett.” June 2, 1646,
Nawsett established as a township. June 7, 1651, name of the town of Nawsett changed
to Eastham.March 5, 1678, Eastham and purchasers [of Indian lands] on both sides to
settle the bounds. June 16, 1763, part established as the district of Wellfleet. (Billingsgate
called a constablewick of Eastham, afterwards called Wellfleet.) July 14, 1772, part of
Harwich annexed. (Satuckett. September 4, 1694, called Harwich.) March 3, 1797, part of
Eastham established as Orleans.

February 22, 1837, bounds between Wellfleet and Truro established. (Common land
called Pawmett. July 16, 1709, established as Truro.) March 9, 1839, part of Eastham
annexed to Orleans. April 26, 1847, part of Eastham annexed to Wellfleet. February 20,
1861, bounds between Orleans and Brewster established. {Brewster set off from
Harwich, February 19, 1803.} April 4, 1862, bounds between Orleans and Harwich
established. April 14, 1862, bounds between Orleans and Chatham established.
(Manamoit, a constablewick of Eastham. June 11, 1717, called Chatham.) March 23, 1867,
bounds between Eastham and Orleans established and part of each town annexed to
the other town. May 6, 1877, bounds between tidewaters of Eastham and Wellfleet
established.



TOWNSMEN

Of the first seven settlers of Eastham, Edward Bangs, John Smalley,
John Doane, Nicholas Snow, Richard Higgins and Josias Cooke all created
strong family stocks of which the off-shoots have been virile and tenacious,
while Governor Thomas Prence alone left none to carry the name. Through
his daughters, however, a fair proportion of Eastham families have cherished
his blood, shown by the wide use of "Prince" as a given name among
generations of his descendants down to the present.

In 1665 Henry Atkins, Stephen Atwood, Francis Baker, Edward Bangs,
Richard Bishop, Daniel Cole, Job Cole, Josias Cooke, George Crisp, John
Doane, John Freeman, Samuel Hicks, Richard Higgins, Giles Hopkins, Richard
Knowles, John Mayo, Nathaniel Mayo, William Merrick, Thomas Paine, Thomas
Prence, Thomas Roberts, Joseph Rogers, « John Smalley, Ralph Smith, Nicholas
Snow, Mark Snow, Jonathan Sparrow, William Twining, Robert Wixam, Thomas
Williams and John Young appear on the records.

Two decades later the increase of voters shows mainly from maturing sons of
those of the previous list. Of thirty-one new voters only four are of new stock,
Joseph Harding, Isaac Pepper, Jeremiah Smith and William Walker.

Two more decades and the list shows one hundred and fourteen voters. Perhaps
others were residing in the town and from the method of life, main ly seafaring,
followed, numbers were away from home on town meeting days and so not
enrolled.Some new names were Thomas Bills, George Brown, James Brown,
Samuel Brown, Sr., Samuel Brown, Jr., William Brown.

From the settlement down to 1715 the following families were identified
with the town.
